Reading Comprehension, Phonics & Spelling, High Frequency Words, Robust Vocabulary, Grammar and Oral Reading Fluency

Reading Comprehension Objectives:  Students will be able to identify and answer multiple choice and open-ended questions related to CHARACTER, MAIN IDEA, PLOT and make a personal CONNECTION 

(CMT Strand  A – Forming a General Understanding, Strand B – Developing an Interpretation, Strand C – Making Personal Connections)

Students should use the strategies they have been taught which include Going back into the text to locate the answer, eliminating answers that don't make sense, and utilized A.C.E (A – answering the question, C – citing evidence from the text and E – explaining their answer).  One passage will be fiction and the other will be non-fiction.  

Sample Questions:  
What is the passage mostly about?




Which best tells how the character felt at the beginning of the story?

Phonics & Spelling Objectives:  Students will be able to identify words with short vowel sounds, long vowel sounds.  Students will be able to identify words with the three sounds -ed; identify words with s and -es.

Students should know the following spelling patterns:  words will all the short vowels, words with the long vowels a-e, i-e, o-e, u-e, ee and ea, CVC words such as cat or nap and CVCe words such as make or like; words with -s, -es, -ed and -ing.  

Tips:  
CVC words; the vowel sound is short


CVCe words; the vowel sound is long


Add -s to most plural nouns


Add -es to a noun that ends in s, x, ch or sh

sun   She drank milk from a _____.    (true, glass, cute, cup)




My sister needs help ______ her bedroom.  (cleaned, cleans, cleaning, cleanes)

Robust Vocabulary Objectives:  Students will be able to identify the meaning of vocabulary words as used in context in a sentence.  

Refer to the weekly tests for the words and format!

 Sample Questions:  What might you hear if your class is in chaos?  (silence, loud noise, raindrops)

High Frequency Word Objectives:  Students will be able read and apply the High Frequency Words learned in this unit  (CMT connection - DRP)

Tips:  Students should be able to select the word that best fits a sentence using the strategies they have been taught related to CLOZE and Degrees of Reading Power (DRP).

Grammar Objectives:  Students will be able to identify statements, commands and exclamations that are 

written correctly.  Students will be able to identify the naming and telling Parts of a Sentence.  

(CMT connection – Editing & Revising)  

Statement:  A sentence that tells something and ends with a period.

Question:  A sentence that asks something and ends with a question mark.

Command:  A sentence that tells someone to do something.  It begins with an action word and ends with a period.  Strong commands end in an exclamation point.

Exclamation:  A sentence that makes a statement and ends with an exclamation mark.  These sometimes begin with the word What or Wow, followed by a comma.

The naming part tells who or what the sentence is about.

The telling part tells what someone or something is or does.

Fluency Objectives:  Students will be able to read grade level material at 60 correct words per minute.

One fiction and one non-fiction passage will be used to measure the rate that your child reads in one minute.  Please encourage your child to sound like they are talking while reading.
