The Author’s Purpose for writing a nonfiction book is to give information.  As we read this story we can use a graphic organizer to compare facts about how children and families played long ago and how they play today.   Talk with your child about how you played when you were their age.  What was the same?  What was different?

Comprehension Strategies!  Using comprehension strategies while reading helps to understand and make meaning.  

Good readers:  

· Use pictures and captions in nonfiction text as they offer much information.  

· Use headings to make predictions and activate background knowledge prior to reading a passage.      

· Ask themselves questions as they read to better understand.

· Reread to make sense

ROBUST VOCABULARY DEFINITIONS

recently:  If something happened a short time ago, it happened recently.

housed:  If something is placed or lives somewhere, it is housed there.

official:  If someone makes decisions for the government or a business, the person is called an official.

nominate:  When you suggest that someone should get an office, job or honor, you nominate the person.

recreation:  When you do something fun and relaxing, it is considered recreation.

leisurely:  If you do something in a leisurely way, you are not in a hurry.

ramble:  When you ramble, you wander around,

archaic:  If something is archaic, it is old or outdated.
