Benchmark Scores

These scores indicate the starting point for your child at the beginning of the year.  As indicated on the form, any score area below 70% will be addressed through our Response to Intervention time.  In the area of literacy you should note that you will, at the end of each theme, receive a sheet similar to what you already received that will indicate your child’s scores on each weekly test within the theme as well as their theme test scores.  The weekly tests are based on the skills taught within that week and the theme test is your child’s ability to apply the skills and strategies learned within the theme.  I would encourage you to take a look at your child’s scores and any area that is below 70% is an area that you can assist us with at home.  If you are not sure what you can do to assist, please talk with your child’s teacher.
