A Book Fair Literacy Tip

     If you find that your child purchases a book from the Book Fair that is a bit too hard for him/her to read independently here are some choices that you can make:

· Read the book to the child; after the first reading you may find that your child can participate during the next reading with one of the tips below.

· Partner Read with your child: the parent AND the child both read at the same time; the parent ‘holds back’ a bit with each word to give the child a chance to read all known words immediately; as the child comes to an unknown word the parent points to the word and reads it slowly so that the child has a chance to look at it and read along; once a book has been read in this manner you’ll find that a 2nd reading is much easier for the child. 

· The parent reads one page and the child reads one page; the parent is available to help with unknown words.

Find time to enjoy new books more than once; this gives your child a chance to read more fluently and possibly unlock words that were too hard during the first reading.
