For this type of problem, students must read the information CAREFULLY and then show their math work in the white space.
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Students must be able to look at the data given in a table and analyze the information.
In this table, students should be able to tell the number of hamsters and mice each child has.
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Using the data found in a table, students will create a picture graph.

Read and interpret information from a circle graph.

Students must look at a circle graph, analyze the data shown and use that information

to answer more, fewer or altogether questions.

Here, they would need to know that there are 5 fish, 3 frogs, 10 dogs, 8 cats, and 4 birds.  

They should then use that information to answer the questions.

In addition, they will be asked to write and solve a comparison problem about things in the circle graph.  They should use the words more or fewer in their comparison problems.
