     Today, I share some information with your child on our writing program.  I will be utilizing strategies from the Columbia Writing Project and Visual Literacy.  What this means, in part, that we will be us in a Writer’s Notebook to collect entries.  These entries can later be used as a springboard for published pieces of writing.  This notebook is an excellent place for students to practice and use skills I will be teaching throughout the school year.

     Please take this week to work together to decorate his/her own notebook.  The only few limitations/requirements are as follows:

1. Their name must appear somewhere on the cover.

2. Only use items that need not be returned.

3. Items must be “flat”.

4. Notebooks should be decorated with items of interest to the student

5. Make an attempt to fill the entire cover with cool “stuff”, such as pictures.

     Finally, you will notice your child has a Heart Map on the first page.  Your child may at more topics with you to it.  These should include people, places, or things that stories can always be written about because they have a lot of knowledge or experience of/with them.

     Be creative, have fun and return the notebook to school by Friday, September 23, 2011.  If you finish before then, please feel free to return it early.  Any questions, so not hesitate to contact me.
