Phonics - We are working on the dipthong ng which is found at the end of words.   We will also be working with the contraction ‘ll, such as I’ll (I will), she’ll (she will), we’ll (we will).

Grammar - We are going to begin work on the concept of one and more than one.  At this time, we are just discussing the importance of adding –s to words that mention more than one.  We will be identifying singular and plural nouns.  

Comprehension – This week we are focusing on understanding what a plot of a story is.  The plot of the story is what happens in the story.  The plot includes the main events that happen in the beginning, the middle and the end of the story. 

Robust Vocabulary- Try to mention these words a few times to reinforce the skill.

1. athletic –  An athletic person is active, strong, and able to play sports well.

2. awkward –  If you are awkward, you move in a clumsy, rough way.

3. superb –  If something is superb, it is the best it can be, or excellent.

4. ashamed –  If you are ashamed, you feel bad about having done something wrong.

5. mused –  If you mused about something, you were thinking about it.

6. soared –  If you soared, you flew very high into the air. 

Math Expressions – the following information is taken from the teacher guide

Unit 4 reviews and builds on children’s understanding of tens and extra ones.  Children explore tens-and-ones grouping to one hundred with physical groupings.  Activities provide repeated experiences in building multi-digit numbers in a variety of contexts.  Children will then begin to see the connection between these groupings and their numerical representation.  This connection will help them master the concept of place value.
