Reading Comprehension, Phonics & Spelling, High Frequency Words, Robust Vocabulary, Grammar and Oral Reading Fluency

Reading Comprehension Objectives:  Students will be able to identify and answer multiple choice and open-ended questions related to MAIN IDEA, PLOT, making Predictions, and making a Text-to-Text CONNECTION. 

(CMT Strand  A – Forming a General Understanding, Strand B – Developing an Interpretation, Strand C – Making Personal Connections)

Students should use the strategies they have been taught which include Going back into the text to locate the answer, eliminating answers that don't make sense, and utilized A.C.E (A – answering the question, C – citing evidence from the text and E – explaining their answer).  One passage will be fiction and the other will be non-fiction.  

Sample Questions:  
What is the second paragraph mostly about?




What will most likely happen the next time the friends play basketball?

Phonics & Spelling Objectives:  Students will be able to identify words with long vowel sounds, and 

r-controlled vowel sounds.  Students will be able to identify words with –ed and –ing suffixes; divide compound words into two separate words, identify words with C-le (jungle, chuckle) .

Students should know the following spelling patterns: words with the long vowels ie, igh, ai, ay oa, and ow as well as r-controlled vowel ar. 

Sample Questions:
tie   The  _____ flew high in the air.    (plane, kite, bird, car)

How should you divide the word playmate into two words? (pl-aymate, pla-ymate, playma-te, play-mate)

My mom has an apple scented  ______.  (candel, candell, candele, candle)

Yesterday, I _____________ around the block. (biked, bikeed, bike, bikked)

Robust Vocabulary Objectives:  Students will be able to identify the meaning of vocabulary words as used in context in a sentence.  

Refer to the weekly tests for the words and format!

 Sample Question:  If a bike is rickety, how might it look?  (brand new, old and rusty, sparkling clean)

High Frequency Word Objectives:  Students will be able read and apply the High Frequency Words learned in this unit  (CMT connection - DRP)

Tips:  Students should be able to select the word that best fits a sentence using the strategies they have been taught related to CLOZE and Degrees of Reading Power (DRP).

Grammar Objectives:  Students will be able to identify nouns, singular and plural nouns, and proper nouns that are written correctly. 

(CMT connection – Editing & Revising)  

Noun:  A person, place, thing, or animal.

Proper Noun: The specific names of people, places, things, or animals; these nouns are capitalized.

Singlular Noun: names only 1 person, place, thing, or animal.

Plural Noun: names more than one person, place, thing, or animal.

Sample Questions: 

Example #1: 

Read the sentence.

The little bird flew high.

Which word is a noun in this sentence? (little, bird, flew, high)

Example #2:

Which sentence is written correctly?

My cat likes to play outside

Jerome harrison is a fun place to learn

Jerome Harrison is a fun place to learn.

my birthday is in July.

Fluency Objectives:  Students will be able to read grade level material at 60 correct words per minute.

One fiction and one non-fiction passage will be used to measure the rate that your child reads in one minute.  Please encourage your child to sound like they are talking while reading.
