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Math

WE NEED YOUR HELP!  Many of the concepts that are taught in first grade require multiple opportunities to practice math skills so they become more automatic.  And we are always adding new concepts and strategies to build on prior learning.  Children who have a weak foundation in the basic skills are continuing to struggle in our daily lessons.  It would be most helpful to your child to practice some of these skills for a short time every day so that your child can be a successful and confident math learner. 

Many students continue to need extra support and practice in the basic skills and concepts of math.  This would include 

· spending time counting combinations of dimes and pennies

· grouping items into groups of 5 and 10

· counting on from random starts

· determining if a number is greater than or less than another number

· identifying odd and even numbers and being able to recognize the pattern of odd and even

· practicing addition facts to 12 to increase speed and accuracy 

· practicing subtraction facts to 10 to increase speed and accuracy – try to encourage students to use a counting on strategy; counting from the lower number to the higher number

Symphony Math:  It’s working!!

We have seen an increase in the students’ overall understanding of the math concepts and their ability to work through the problems that are giving to them, both in the classroom and on the computer.  Keep it up!   We are asking students to go on for 10-15 minutes at least 3 times a week.
