High Frequency Words- Practicing high frequency words will help to make reading smoother and more enjoyable. These words should be practiced everyday.

Please put these new high frequency words on index cards and have your child say them every day. When students know the high frequency words with automaticity, their reading becomes more fluent and they are better able to comprehend what they are reading.   If you need another copy of the high frequency words for the year, please let your child’s teacher know.  

Phonics - We are working on initial blends with r.  Examples of this blend are trap, frog, crab, and drip.  The tr blend is often tricky for kids.  They tend to put a ch sound in instead of tr.  Remind your child to listen carefully for this sound that is heard in words like truck and trip.

Grammar - We are continuing to work on recognizing nouns; in addition to people and places, nouns also include animals and things. 

Comprehension – Each week we talk about the genre of the story that we are reading.  A genre tells us what type of story it is.  This week our story is a non-fiction selection.

The comprehension skill that we are learning about this week is detail.  Details are the small bits of information that help explain the story and the main ideas.  Details can tell what something looks like, how it sounds or what it does.   

Robust Vocabulary- Try to mention these words a few times to reinforce the skill.
1. claimed – if you claim something you say it is yours

2. dine – saying that you dine is a fancy way of talking about eating

3. groaned – a person who groans makes a deep sound that shows unhappiness

4. function – something’s function is its use.  The function of a hat is to cover your head

5. nutritious – when something is nutritious it is healthful to eat

6. classify – when you classify something you put it into a group with other things like it
