Storytown Lesson 12

This week was a review of what has already been taught.  So far the children have been introduced to 18 sight words:

Letters/sounds that have been introduced:

Consonants: c, d, f, g, m, n, p, r, s, t

Vowels: a, i

The children  are continuing to retell the beginning, middle, and end of stories they hear in the classroom.

Medial (Middle) Sounds

The children are practicing hearing and identifying the medial sound in spoken words.  We say to the children:

Listen as I say a word:  bat (Emphasize the middle sound as you say the word.)  /b/  /aaaaa/  /t/.

I hear /a/ in the middle of bat.

You can practice this at home with your child using words with short vowel sounds in the middle, ie.  nut, wig, sad, pen, hit, mat, men.

This week we read Rip. Please find this book in your child’s Friday folder.  You can also access this online at Thinkcentral.com.

The children were introduced to the following word families: 





-ip (sip, tip, rip, dip, lip, nip, etc)





-it (bit, fit, hit, kit, lit, mitt, pit, sit, etc)






-in (bin, fin, kin, pin, tin, win, etc)

Math

This week the children practiced writing the number 9.  Please review the number formations 1-9 at home with your child.  Attached you will find a copy of the practice page we used in class.

The children were also introduced to recognizing the teen numbers.  We learned a special song to help us remember the proper number order to write the teens.  The song can be found on the internet at a site called “schooltube,” and the song is called, “Numbers in the Teens (They Start With a 1!!).”

In each classroom a Number Pattern poster has been displayed.  On the poster, dots are used to represent each number, one through 19.  The children are encouraged to recognize patterns within the dot arrangements and in the numbers themselves.
