Many children are having difficulty differentiating the letter b from the letter d.  Please practice identification of these letters at home.

Have your child make fists and think about the word bed. 

Clues- The letter c turns into the letter d.

Math

The children continued reviewing +1 patterns on our 1-10 number boards. 

For example: 

1 + 1 = 2






2 + 1 = 3

3 + 1 = 4

4 + 1 = 5 etc.

Students will exchange valentine cards in celebration of this day.
