Phonics - We are working on the digraph sh.  We are also reviewing initial blends with l, s and r such as bl, gr, sk, tr, cl.  

Grammar – We are working on identifying the special names of places.   For example, you can say “school” and it is not a special name but “Jerome Harrison Elementary School” is a special name because it tells you specifically what school you mean.  Children should remember that special names in people and places need capital letters. 

Comprehension – This week we are focusing on identifying the setting in a story.  A story’s setting is where and when the story takes place.   We would like the children to give specific details like, “ The story takes place in a home”,  as iopposed to saying inside or outside   We are also continuing our work on reading with fluency.  We are beginning to talk about the importance of reading with expression.  Please practice reading this week’s story with your child and model using expression.   Good readers use their voices to show the characters feelings.  They should also pay attention to the punctuation marks, especially the exclamation mark.

Robust Vocabulary- Try to mention these words a few times to reinforce the skill.
1. reward- if you reward someone, you give something special or nice to that person for something he or she has done.

2. handsomely- To do something handsomely means to do it in a way that is great or more than you expected.

3. cruel- something is cruel when it brings pain or makes you feel bad. 

4. greedy- a greedy person wants a lot of something and does not want to share any of it.

5. consequences- consequences are things that happen as the result of another action.  If I walk on thing ice the consequence might be that I fall through the ice.

6. regret- a person who has a regret feels sorry for something he or she did.

Math Expressions 

We are continuing our work on unit 4 and the concept of place value.  We have been working on identifying numbers up to 100.  Students are expected to know how to represent a two digit number by drawing sticks and cubes, as well as seeing sticks and cubes and being able to write the two digit number.  We continue to focus on story problems that also include adding or subtracting with a two digit number.

Students will be tested on the following concepts during the last week of January:

· represent a two digit number with a drawing
· write a 2 digit number that tells the number of objects in a picture
· add a 2 digit number and a 1 digit number
· add tens and ones
· solve story problems
